2015年4月大学英语B统考考前押题复习指导

（请大家先详细阅读下面的复习指导，然后再去复习后面的押题）
一、交际用语考前押题复习指导. （重头戏）
交际用语考5道题，每题3分，共15分。此部分是本考试最简单、规律性最强的题型，同时单题分值很高，所以请同学们务必要全部掌握。
基础较好的同学请掌握下面的100多道题，如果遇到不会做的题目，请去听视频课程中交际用语的讲解，做到考试能作对5道题，拿到满分15分。基础较差的同学掌握前60道题。
二、阅读理解考前押题复习指导. 
阅读理解考2篇短文，每篇短文5道题，共10道小题，每题2分，共20分。
我们首先来说考试中阅读理解的第一篇，答案是二选一，即正误的判断选择。难度相对不大（所以大家一定要重视此部分，尽可能拿到多的分数）。基础较好的同学请掌握阅读理解一的10篇，并使用“关键词回归原文定位的方法”试着做一做，细节题一般都能做对；如果考试中你没有考到这10篇中的一篇，请先做，做出自己认为一定对的题目，剩余不能确定答案的几题，请根据A、B选项的多少来选择，比如你能确定的2个题答案都选B，那剩余的3道题你就全部蒙A；或者比如你能确定1个题的答案选A，剩余的4个题你就全部蒙B，这样你就能拿到6-8分。基础特别差的同学掌握这10篇即可，如果考试中你没有考到这12篇中的一篇，5道题请全部选择A，这样你就可以拿到6分了，不要问原因。
我们再来说说考试中阅读理解的第二篇，第二篇（阅读理解二的15篇均属于此类）答案是四选一。这部分就掌握我们给的15篇即可，阅读理解我们至少能拿到6+10=16分。
三、词汇与结构考前押题复习指导. 
词汇与结构考5道题，每题2分，共10分。
这个题型对我们来说是比较难的，而且分值较低，我们复习的时候不要花很多时间，基础较好的同学掌握我们给的考前押题即可，考试的时候应该能够遇到３－５道原题，这样至少能拿到6分。基础较差的同学请掌握前70道题，考试应该能遇到２－４道原题。
    所以词汇与结构我们至少可以拿到4分。

四、完形填空考前押题复习指导. 
完形填空考1篇短文，共5题，每题3分，共15分。
这个题型现在难度降低了很多，所以大家千万不要放弃。对于基础较好的同学，如果考试没有遇到原题，可以根据选项中5个词的词性来做选择，同时请大家注意，5个小题中的ABCDE选项的单词都是一样的，大家也可以将这5个单词拿到选项中根据排除法来做选择和判断，剩余不会做的几道题，可以全部蒙还没有选的选项，例如. 基础特别差的同学实在不行就都选择A，这样会对一个，拿到3分。
所以完形填空我们至少可以拿到3分。

五、英译汉考前押题复习指导. （重头戏）
英译汉考6题，每题5分，共30分。此部分也是本考试简单的题型，同时也是单题分值高的题型，也是分值最高的题型，所以请大家一定多花些精力和时间来掌握。
英译汉是由老师来改卷的，老师改卷原则. 1、不作答0分；2、翻译对任何一个单词都能给0.5分或1分；3、英译汉没有标准答案，只要写得意思正确，就给满分即5分。4、句子翻译错误扣分，严重错误不给分。
这个改卷原则给我们的启示. 1、一定要写，不写就不可能得分；2、会一个单词就写一个，写一个就会有分；3、英译汉复习中，不用背所谓的标准答案，只要将不认识的单词认识即可，因为英译汉改卷答对意思就能得到满分。4、确定不会的单词一定不要瞎猜，这样避免扣分，切记，只翻译自己会的单词即可。
大家争取拿到满分30分；基础特别差的同学掌握要求掌握我们给的考前押题即可，应该能碰到3-6道题，拿到15-30分。
六、作文考前押题复习指导. 
作文考1道题，10分。此部分也属于拿分的题型。当然也属于大家恐惧的题型。
对于这个题型，请大家务必掌握（会背、会在电脑上默写）我们给的7个作文模板，考试中95%的考题均会与这7个模板相同和相似，相似也就是说可以拿模板改写。
对于基础较好的同学，请先听视频课程中的写作部分，背诵这7个模板，会写写作练习的15个作文题目，同时认识每个模板下面的作文题目，并会改写；保证能拿到8-10分。
对于基础特别差的同学，背诵并会默写这7个模板，会写写作练习的15个作文题目，保证能拿到6-8分。
综上所述，如果大家按照我说的去做，基础较好的同学应该能拿到71-89分，基础差的同学也能拿到61-73分。同时，交际用语、阅读理解、英译汉、写作属于我们拿分的题型，一定要花大力气来掌握。
请大家相信，付出就会有收获！最后12天，只要我们每天拿出2-4小时来复习，我们就能一脚踢开可恶的英语！

King was born on January 15, 1929 in Atlanta, Georgia. When he was young, he was strongly influenced by Thoreau and Indian leader Mahatma Gandhi's idea of non-violent resistance. Having received a Ph. D （Doctor of Philosophy） from Boston University, he became a political and religious leader of the non-violent civil relights movement in 1955. A foreigner's first impression of the U. S. is likely to be that everyone is in a rush-often under pressure. City people appear always to be hurrying to get where they are going restlessly, seeking attention in a store, and elbowing others as they try to complete their errands（任务）. Racing through daytime meals is part of the pace of life in this country.

Working time is considered precious. Others in public eating places are waiting for you to finish so that they can be served and get back to work within the time allowed. Each person hurries to make room for the next person. If you don't, waiters will hurry you.

You also find drivers will be abrupt and that people will push past you. You will miss, smiles, brief conversations, and small courtesies with strangers. Don't take it personally. This is because people value time highly, and they resent someone else. "wasting" it beyond a certain courtesy point.

The view of time affects the importance we attach to patience. In the American system of values, patience is not a high priority. Many of us have what might be called "a short fuse". We begin to move restlessly about if we feel time is slipping away without some return-be this in terms of pleasure, work value, or rest. Those coming from lands where time is looked. upon differently may find this matter of pace to be one of their most difficult adjustments in both business and daily life.

Many newcomers to the States will miss the opening courtesy of a business call, for example, they will miss the ritual socializing that goes with a welcoming cup of tea or coffee that may be traditional in their own country. They may miss leisurely business chats in a café or coffeehouse. Normally, Americans do not assess their visitors in such relaxed surroundings over prolonged small talks. We seek out evidence of past performance rather than evaluate a business colleague through social courtesies. Since we generally assess and probe professionally rather than socially, we start talking business very quickly.

It is clear that while self-awareness is a healthy quality, overdoing it is harmful.

Since shyness goes hand in hand with a lack of self-esteem, it is important for people to accept their weaknesses as well as their strengths.

Each one of us is a unique, worthwhile individual, interested in our own personal ways. The better we understand ourselves, the easier it becomes to live up to our full potential. Let's not allow shyness to block our chances for a rich and fulfilling life.
